The fund does not therefore
fall exclusively into any one of the Departmental client groups of Children, Working
Age and Older People, although social fund payments are either paid to, or benefit,
all of these groups. Some statistics in this report are shown by applicant or claimant
groups that fall into one or more of the wider client groups.

APPLICANT OR CLAIMANT GROUP DEFINITIONS

Pensioners

Includes:

e applicant or partner aged 60 or over with Pension Credit

e applicant or partner aged 60 or over in receipt of state retirement pension
Includes also where applicant is under 60 and partner is:

e 60 or over with Income Support pensioner premium

¢ 80 or over with Income Support (IS) higher pensioner premium

e 60-79, disabled with IS higher pensioner premium

Unemployed

Includes:
e unemployed, or with training allowance, with JSA(IB) family premium

e unemployed, or with training allowance, without JSA(IB) family premium

Disabled

Includes:

e applicant or partner aged under 60 with IS disability premium
¢ |one parent with IS disability premium

o family with IS disability premium

e others with IS disability premium

e in receipt of other benefit for incapacity or disablement



Lone Parent

Includes:
