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Publication of “When should the state pension age increase to 66? – A Call for Evidence”
The Westminster Government has announced plans to review the date from which the State Pension age will increase to 66.  Under current law it starts to rise from April 2024.  As part of the review, the Department for Work and Pensions has issued a call for evidence to help inform decisions about when the age will increase.

The paper is seeking the views of individuals and organisations in relation to the evidence which should be taken into account concerning changes in life expectancy, the appropriate notice period for people affected by the change and the evidence which should be considered to ensure no group is disproportionately impacted by any change.
In line with the long-standing policy of parity in social security and pensions, the Department for Social Development has issued the call for evidence paper here.
