Appeals and redeterminations
Who can appeal to a tribunal?
7.00
Any person affected by a relevant decision has the right of appeal to a tribunal1.  Persons affected may include both the claimant and the landlord.

When a person who does not have the right of appeal makes an appeal against a decision, the appeal is considered to be ‘not duly made’1 (see HB DMG 5110 et seq).

Decisions against which there is no right of appeal

7.02
Certain decisions do not carry the right of appeal1.  These are mainly administrative decisions, such as the timing and method of payment.  For example there is no right of appeal or redetermination about the levels of Local Housing Allowance, or the broad rental market areas on which they are based2.  Once the levels of Local Housing Allowance have been decided they will apply until the claim reaches its anniversary date, or there is a relevant change of circumstances.
