Thank you for forwarding a copy of the draft legislation following on from the Liquor License Review held last year. 
 

We are pleased to note that proposals to abolish the licence surrender provision have not been included in the legislation and welcome the increased powers of enforcement for the police.
 

We also welcome the fact that the selling of intoxicating liquor to a person under the age of 18 will merit the maximum of 5-6 penalty points and hope that this will be suitably enforced.
 

We continue to have reservations about proposals to increase opening hours to 2am, and in some cases overnight as we would contend that this simply increases the amount of time available for drinking and so will only serve to enhance the public health problems which already exist. Alongside the extended opening hours there needs to be a continued programme of education around the effects of over-consumption of alcohol.
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
