 

 

We, the Musicians Union in Northern Ireland, object to the removal of the requirement to have live entertainment on licensed premises after 11pm.  As per our previous phone calls and letters and our objections presented at the Wellington Park Hotel public consultation event, we would refer you back to all of the provisos.  We reiterate that removing the requirement to put on artistic events encourages people to stay late in bars for the sole purpose of drinking, putting additional strain on the NHS and other emergency services and increasing the public nuisance factor.  We also feel that your cut-off point, being a month before the supposed re-opening of the NI Assembly, is undemocratic and against the best interests of the unrepresented people of Northern Ireland.
