RE: Belfast City Centre North West Quarter Part Two.

I attended the Presentation of the Public Consultation Document “North West
Quarter Part Two”, on the 24™ April 2008 by the Minister for Social
Development MLA Margaret Ritchie and was somewhat taken aback by its
content, vision and misinformation. It clearly showed a total lack of
understanding of inner city communities. While out Association totally agrees
with the Regeneration of the City Centre and the need to ensure that it is a free
flowing and attractive area but to exclude the inner city communities, the people
who this Document is aimed at by ring fencing them with high rise apartments
and call it “Living on the Edge”, is an insult to the 58% of Families who make up
the Housing Waiting List for Nationalists in North Belfast.

First of all let me deal with the Introduction: GVA Grimley representatives
contacted Carrick Hill/St. Patricks/St. Josephs Representatives in relation to
North West Quarter Part I where we made our position clear in relation to high
rise developments and the overall regeneration of the City. It was agreed that a
follow on meeting was necessary in order to evaluate information given by both
sides. From then up until now as we make our response to Phase II no contact
has been forthcoming from GVA Grimley. So it is safe to say no community
consultation has been part of this discussion paper. DSD’s vision is to build on
historic character and rich community life of this area (Carrick Hill) and to
improve the quality of life. If this was not a serious issue it would be laughable,
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
