BELFAST CITY CENTRE NORTHSIDE URBAN VILLAGE DRAFT REGENERATION
FRAMEWORK - PUBLIC CONSULTATION DOCUMENT

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the vision and concept plan for the future
regeneration of the neighbourhoods of Brown'’s Square, Carrick Hill and the Press/
Library Quarter of Belfast.

Roads Service provided comments on our general views and requirements to the baseline
regeneration issues report in January 2007, those comments still apply.

Our comments on this document are as follows:

Page 4 - last bullet point on Para 7 - Roads Service has accepted the use of materials which
are not in compliance with Private Streets Construction Regulations for some public realm
schemes, El schemes and the occasional private scheme such as Titanic Quarter. However, this
approach would not be acceptable on main traffic routes which need to be traditional bituminous
materials.

Page 5 - Para 12 - Equality - All road users to be given consideration including pedestrians,
cyclists, buses, taxis, servicing, parking and access for property.

Page 9 - Para 28 - Millfield and Carrick Hill are main traffic routes and form part of the

City Centre Ring. The Belfast Metropolitan Transport Plan 2015 (BMTP) identifies a set of
strategic principles for the development of Belfast city centre. One of the key concepts is the
transformation of the function of the ring road into an orbital boulevard or civic ring. This
envisages that the current disjointed and often expansive nature of the road is modified such that
it is more appropriate to the streetscape of a central urban area and does not form a barrier
between the core of the city centre and surrounding areas. Roads Service has commissioned
Consultants, Arup, to develop the proposals identified in BMTP for Belfast City Centre.
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
