Northside Urban Village Draft Regeneration Framework

Thank you for the opportunity to feed into the above framework document. Our

short comments focus on the three key suggested themes.

1 Guiding Regeneration Principles

We support the principles and would suggest that they should specifically
encourage the retention and re-use of historic fabric as a priority in addition to
the recommendation that: “development proposals should respect the historic
character of the area by reflecting the old street grid and the Victorian

architecture”.

2. The Vision and Concept Plan

We support the aspiration to ‘build on the strong historic character’ and are
pleased that the plan recommends that “historic buildings (should be) converted
for higher value purposes’, which constitutes the most sustainable approach to

development.

We are particularly keen to see Living Over the Shops (LOTS) promoted in the
area and would ask that reference be made to this residential solution which
animates upper floors, introduces streetlife, bolsters cultural activities, the

evening economy and provides vigilance.

We would ask that paragraph 49 mentions the importance of the quality of
materials used to enhance the public realm.
