File One:

File one is the validated dataset supplied by NIHE. It is the original dataset with any anomalies removed. 

· Applications made prior to 1st April 1990 =   5 cases,

· Applicants born after 31st March 1988      = 16 cases,

· Applicants born before 1st April 1903       =   6 cases.   Total = 27 cases.

Therefore the number of cases in the validated dataset for analysis amounts to 24,175 cases.

Key Points:

There are a number of key points have been taken from each subsection and are noted below.

A. Reasons vs Household Type.

· The main reasons given and assessed for being homeless are ‘Breakdown of Sharing/Family Dispute’ and ‘Relationship Breakdown’. Also, nearly 19% of cases cited ‘Intimidation’ or ‘Neighbourhood Harassment’ as being the reason for homelessness.

· There are no obvious discrepancies between the data for reasons given for homelessness and reasons assessed for homelessness.

· Single Males 16-59 and Families account for the largest proportions of homeless applications made, 33% and 36% respectively.

· ‘Breakdown of Sharing/Family Dispute’ and ‘Relationship Breakdown’ were the main reasons for Single Males 16-59 and Family homelessness.

· The greatest single reason for homelessness across all groups was ‘Breakdown of Sharing/Family Dispute’. The one exception was for Pensioner households where ‘Accommodation Not Reasonable’ (43%) was the main reason for homelessness.

B. Reasons vs Location.

· The Belfast region accounts for 50% of all homeless applications, with ‘Breakdown of Sharing/Family Dispute’ and ‘Relationship Breakdown’ the two main reasons both given and assessed.

· Some 64% of applications submitted to Housing Associations stated either ‘Intimidation’ or ‘Neighbourhood Harassment’ as the main reasons for homelessness. These two reasons also account for approximately 1 in 5 applications made in the Belfast and North East regions. 

C. Outcomes vs Household Type.

· Some 50% of applicants are re-housed, with 42% of applications withdrawn. Families make up 41% of those applicants who are re-housed, of those applications withdrawn 44% are Single Males 16-59.
· Approximately 76% of those applicants re-housed are re-housed by the NIHE, with Housing Associations accounting for the vast majority of the rest (22%).
· However, NIHE only re-house 43% of Pensioner applications. Housing Associations re-house more Pensioners (54%) than the NIHE. 
· The Voluntary Sector provides 45% of Temporary Accommodation, with the NIHE providing only 16% of Temporary Accommodation.
· 66% of Temporary Accommodation provided by the NIHE went to Family households. Single Males and Single Females aged 16-59 obtained the majority of their Temporary Accommodation from the Voluntary Sector.
· Nearly 70% of all cases deleted were either Single Males 16-59 or Families. Of those applicants in the Family category 50% were re-housed and 28% had moved address either known or unknown. Only 40% of Single Males were re-housed, with 37% moving address either known or unknown.
D. Outcomes vs Location.

· In the North East region 60% of applications were re-housed, compared with 41% in the South. However, 55% of applications were also withdrawn in the South, compared with only 30% in the North East.

· Of those applications that were re-housed some 83% of applications in the South were re-housed by the NIHE. This figure for applicants re-housed by the NIHE fell to 65% in the North West.

· Where applicants are re-housed the NIHE or Housing Associations          re-house the vast majority of cases (approx 97%). Less the 3% are re-housed by the private sector in any one region.

· Only 16% of all temporary accommodation was provided by the NIHE. Generally the voluntary sector (45%) and bed bureau’s (31%) provided the temporary accommodation. Indeed, in the South region 76% of temporary accommodation was provided by bed bureau’s and less than 1% was provided by the NIHE.

· Some 41% of all cases deleted was either due to applicant ‘Moved address known/unknown’ (31%) or ‘No longer interested/No reply to reminder/Application withdrawn’ (10%). The vast majority of the rest were re-housed and only ‘Tenancy Termination’ (5%) accounted for any significant proportion in the other deletion categories.

E. Reasons vs Outcomes.

· 50% of homeless cases closed where because they had been re-housed. A further 42% was because the application was withdrawn. The main reasons given for homelessness in both groups are ‘Breakdown of Sharing/Family Dispute’ and ‘Relationship Breakdown’.

· 45% of Temporary Accommodation provided was by the Voluntary sector and a further 31% was by Bed Bureau’s. 

· Those in Voluntary Temporary Accommodation stated that ‘Breakdown of Sharing/Family Dispute’ and ‘No Accommodation in Northern Ireland’ as the main reasons for homelessness (approx. one in five for both).

· Those in Bed Bureau Temporary Accommodation stated that ‘Breakdown of Sharing’ was the single main reason for homelessness (one in four), also highlighted are ‘No Accommodation in Northern Ireland’ and ‘Intimidation’ as other major contributing reasons.

· 76% of applicants re-housed are done so by the NIHE. Of those re-housed by the NIHE, some 22% state ‘Breakdown of Sharing’ as the main reason for homelessness followed by ‘Relationship Breakdown’.

· A further 22% of applicants are re-housed by Housing Associations. However the major reason for homelessness in this group is ‘Accommodation Not Reasonable’ (nearly one in four), with ‘Breakdown of Sharing’ the second main reason.

· Of all the cases that are deleted 47% is due to applicants being re-housed by NIHE/Housing Associations/Private Sector or Other. The main reasons for homelessness given in this group are ‘Breakdown of Sharing/Family Dispute’ and ‘Relationship Breakdown’. Also, nearly one in five cases state either ‘Intimidation’ or ‘Neighbourhood Harassment’ as the main reasons for homelessness.

· A further 31% of deletions are due to the applicant ‘Moved Address Known/Unknown’. The main reasons for homelessness are as expected ‘Breakdown of Sharing/Family Dispute’ and ‘Relationship Breakdown’. Another main reason stated was ‘No accommodation in Northern Ireland’.

F. Household Type vs Location.

· Single Males and Family groups account for nearly 70% of applications in each region, including those made to Housing Associations.

· Belfast is the single largest region for the receipt of applications. Some 50% of all applications made are in Belfast.
