
Deprivation Indicators

Introduction

The 2007-08 FRS asked questions relating to deprivation for the fourth time.  The following section is an analysis of these questions and looks at cases where adults responded “would like to do this but cannot afford”.   
Contents and points to note when interpreting tables

Respondents have been asked if they are behind in various household bills.  These responses have been combined within this analysis and have been presented as those who are behind with one or more household bill.

No changes have been made to the tables.

Section 9 Summary
· 38% of those behind in one or more household bill were owner occupiers, compared to 25% and 37% in the Private Rented Sector and Social Rented Sector respectively.
· 54% of those indicating that they couldn’t afford Household Contents Insurance lived in the Social Rented Sector.
· Of those who cannot afford to keep their accommodation warm, 37% were Owner Occupiers, 39% lived in the Social Rented Sector and 24% lived in the Private Rented Sector.
· 20% of those who cannot afford to have a hobby or leisure activity are in a benefit unit with 1 adult and children.

· 45% of those who were unable to afford a one week holiday, once a year (not staying with relatives) were married.  31% were single.

· 70% of those who are unable to keep their accommodation warm enough have a benefit unit income of less than £300.

· Of those who were behind in at least one household bill, 15% lived in Belfast and 26% in Derry.

· 31% of those who couldn’t afford to keep their accommodation warm lived in Derry.

· 59% of those who were unable to afford a hobby or leisure activity and 54% of those unable to afford to keep their accommodation warm enough lived in the West. 32% of those who were unable to afford a hobby or leisure activity and 34% of those unable to afford to keep their accommodation warm enough lived in the East.
· Of those who where behind with one or more household bill, 58% were from a Catholic benefit unit.  The comparative figure for Protestants is 34%.

· The percentage of Catholics for each deprivation indicator was higher than Protestants across all indicators.
